The New GMS Contract and Out-of-Hours Services 

Developing New Systems of Integrated OOH Care

Since the publication of the Carson Report in October 2000, PCTs have been tasked with developing better integrated emergency care networks. This work provides the platform for developments within the new GMS contract which allow practices to opt out of their responsibility for OOHs and for PCTs to become responsible for planning and providing OOH care.  

The new contract will come into effect on 1 April 2004.  PCTs can begin implementing alternative arrangements for the patients of opted-out practices from that date onwards, as part of a PCT-wide strategy.  PCTs will need to have alternative OOH arrangements for all relevant patients by the end of December 2004 at the latest. 

The DoH and NAGPC have been working closely to identify the key issues facing PCTs and OOH providers and the options available to meet this challenging agenda to provide a sustainable, integrated and high quality service to patients. 

The purpose of the event is therefore to:

· Help PCTs understand the impact of the new GMS contract and their role

· Set out the issues and processes they need to consider and resolve when planning OOH services; and 

· Help inform GPs and Co-operatives decisions about their future and explore with them the new models and integrated roles that are emerging for service provision under the new contract.
